Delivery Driver

Mires Beck Nursery is a registered charity with the primary objective of providing horticultural training and work experience for its service users. These are people who have a range of disabilities including those with learning difficulties, and those who are recovering from mental health problems. The nursery which was founded in 1984, is situated on the outskirts of North Cave. 

There has been a continual development of the facilities at the nursery which now include a range of glasshouses and ancillary buildings. Now in our 27th year of operation we have 30 members of staff (FTE of 20), over 90 service users and 40 volunteers actively involved at the nursery. The nursery produces a wide range of plants which are sold to the public, organisations and to garden centres. 
Some plants are sold from our site, but the majority are sold on a wholesale basis to garden centres throughout the Yorkshire region. The Plant Preparation Team is responsible for preparing the plants for sale. Plants are delivered using a hired vehicle.

Van Driver (Plant Deliveries) – 2 days per week
Deliveries are made in a 3.5 tonne van within the Yorkshire/Lincolnshire area on a Thursday and Friday.  
The role is physically demanding as there is a requirement to load/unload plant trolleys onto the vehicle, move heavy trays of plants, collect plants and push trolleys loaded with plants.

This is a part time post working 8 hours a day.  There is a 30 minute unpaid lunch break.  The rate of pay is £9.11 per hour.   
Due to the nature of our client group, the appointment is subject to an enhanced DBS check. A criminal record will not necessarily be a bar to obtaining employment.  
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
